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�� ith the May 10 national elections set within a few days, the 27th Annual 
General Assembly (GA) of the Philippine Missions Association (PMA) 

was held on May 6. The event was held immediately following the Philippine 
Missions Mobilization or PM3 Annual Summit on May 3 to 5. Both events were 
held at the Independent Baptist Church of the Philippines in Davao City. PMA’s 
Chairman of the Board, Bishop Ephraim Tender, was unable to attend due to  
some concerns related to the upcoming election.  With his absence, National 
Director Dr. Rey Taniajura, together with 
the members of the Board present, 
decided to limit the GA activities for half a 

day. Some 30 delegates from PMA member bodies representing various 
mission organizations and local churches attended the event.  

The Assembly was graced by the presence of PMA’s founding 
director, Dr. Met Castillo, who delivered a powerful and inspiring 
missions message based on Isaiah 54:2: “Enlarge the place of your tent, 
stretch your tent curtains wide, do not hold back; lengthen your cords, 
strengthen your stakes.”  

Despite the limited attendance, the PMA members present decided 
to elect a new set of Board members to replace those whose terms 
expired. Ptr. Noeh Vios of Diliman Bible Church and Ms. Meg Alag of 
Asian Center for Missions were re-elected as board members. Others 
who were elected to the PMA Board, representing the local churches, 
included Dr. Ronald Macam of the Conservative Baptist Association of 
the Philippines Missions department, Dr. Viola Martin of The Church of 
the Risen Lord and Ptr. Benjie De Jesus of the Christian and 
Missionary Alliance of the Philippines (CAMACOP). Representing 
mission organizations, those elected were Ptr. James Aberin of the 
Philippine Sending Council of SEND International, Zaldy Barotil of 
Ethnos Asia,  Ms. Anna Gamez of God’s Global Glory Mission 
Organization and Dr. Jing Estrella of Philippine Challenge. They join 
the rest of the current board members namely, Ptr. Jun Escosar of 
Victory Christian Fellowship, Ptr. Jun Diaz of Operation Mobilization, 
Ptr. Fil Babiera and Bro. Buddy Bartido of Frontiers. 

Ptr. Gigi Lucero presented the financial report to the body. On the other hand, Dr. Rey Taniajura gave the 
director’s report and unveiled the new vision and mission statements adopted for PMA. He also presented the 
updated core values and strategic directions for 2010 and beyond. (You can read the new vision, mission, core 
values and strategic directions statements for PMA on the last page of this issue). 

Several motions were also presented and adopted by the body. Recognized as new members were 
Center for Asian Reachout, Church of the Risen Lord, Food for the Hungry Philippines, GMS Missionary 
Society, God’s Global Glory Mission, International Great Commission Partners, Presbyterian Theological 
College, and Mission Ministries  Philippines. At the close of the Assembly Dr. Met Castillo was prayed over by 
the delegates present. PMA Board Vice Chairman, Ptr. Noeh Vios, who presided over the GA closed the 
meeting with a prayer. 
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� �okyo, Japan.  The Philippine Missions Association (PMA) participated in the holding of the Tokyo 2010 
Global Missions Conference, on May 11 to 15,  in Japan as one of the endorsers and national 
coordinators for the event. Tokyo 2010 commemorates 100 years of missions starting with Edinburgh 

1910. One hundred years ago, mission leaders from all over the world gathered in Edinburgh, England to ask 
the question, “What is it going to take to complete world 
evangelization in our generation?” A hundred years later, 
in 2010, mission leaders in the Tokyo 2010 confab 
focused on the “Fulfilment of the Second Part of the Great 
Commission: Making Disciples of all People in our 
Generation”, according to Dr. Hisham Kamel, Tokyo 2010 
General Coordinator. 

More than two thousand delegates, coming from 120 
countries and representing different mission agencies, 
attended the consultation. Filipino delegates numbered 
more than 50 including Filipino pastors and church 
workers based in Japan and Korean missionaries working 
in the Philippines. PMA was represented by its national 
director, Dr. Rey Taniajura, Ptr. Bob Lopez, Ptr. Nono 
Badoy of PM3 (Philippine Mission Mobilization Movement), 
Kim Bontilao (PMA liaison for Mindanao) and Ptr. Jimmy 
Boone (Cebu PM3 coordinator and PMA liaison for 
Visayas). 

Dr. Taniajura also served as workshop leader and 
facilitated the celebration track for Southeast Asia. He also 
took part in the sessions for association and networks, and 
the global coordination task forces. 

Plenary session speakers included, among others, 
Drs. Steve Douglas, David Cho (founder of Third World 
Mission Association), Obed Alvarez (president, Third 
World Mission Association), Paul Eshleman (Campus 
Crusade for Christ), Marv Newell (CrossGlobal Link), 
Enoch Wan (Great Commission International) and 
Minoru Okuyama (World Mission Center, Japan). On the 
last day of the consultation the representatives of 
participating national mission organizations and 
international mission agencies made a declaration “to 
wholeheartedly embrace and earnestly engage in ‘making disciples of every people in our generation’.” 
Acknowledging that “finishing the task will demand effective cooperative efforts of the entire global body of 
believers”, they agreed “to the necessity of a global network of mission structures.” 

Aside from PMA, other national mission associations that endorsed Tokyo 2010 Global Consultation 
conference were the Korean World Mission Association, India Missions Association, Nigeria Evangelical 
Mission Association, Ghana Evangelical Mission Association, Evangelical Association of the Caribbean, 
Japan Overseas Missions Association, Asia Missions Association and the US Center for World Missions. 

Dr. Minoru Okuyama served as chairman of the Japanese Host Committee. Dr. Obed Alvarez was the 
Chairman for Tokyo 2010 and Dr. Yong Cho, Director of Global Network of Mission Structures was chairman 
of Tokyo 2010 planning committee. 

While in Japan, Dr. Taniajura and Ptrs. Bob and Nono also met with the leaders of the Network of Filipino 
Ministers Japan (NFMJ) to explore potential partnerships in missions intended to boost tent-making and 
missionary deployment in Japan.  
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�� he annual PM3 Summit was held last May 3 to 5 at the Independent Baptist Church in 
Davao City. The 3-day conference was attended by different leaders from Luzon, 

Visayas and Mindanao. It was facilitated by Dr. David Lim, the Co-chairman of PM3 and 
president of China Ministries International, Philippines and Ptr. Nono Badoy, PM3 Executive 
Director. 

  Ptr. Bob Lopez presented the historical overview of PM3 and what PM3 had accomplished. The leaders 
of the churches in some countries in the Middle East gave their testimonies on what God is doing in their 
respective ministries and how Filipinos are reaching the other “nations”. 

  Dr. Sadiri Joy Tira gave an inspiring message on the Filipino Diaspora. He pointed out that PM3 is 
neglecting the potential of the seamen and encouraged the PM3 leadership to also network with 
organizations ministering to the seamen. 

  To accomplish the goal of PM3, which is the raising of one million Outstanding Filipino Witnesses 
by 2020, seven task forces were formed. The task forces included Mobilization, Training, Deployment, 
Partnership Development, Resource Development, Research and Communication. The task forces 
established their respective goals, programs and schedule of activities for the year. 

Business as Missions (BAM) was 
presented by Ptr. Noeh Vios on the 
third day. Workshops on Business as 
Missions, Community Development, 
C h u r c h  P l a n t i n g  M o v e m e n t , 
Partnership and others provided the 
participants opportunity to know and 
get involved with their chosen topic. 
 The conference ended with the 
challenge from Dr. Joy Tira to get 
Filipinos involved to accomplish the 
goal of PM3, commissioning of the 
National Facilitation Team (NFT) and 
signing of the partnership covenant. 
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The staff of Philippine Mission Association (PMA) held a 
prayer and devotional meeting at the PMA office on April 
27 to honor a long-time benefactor, Rommel San Pedro.  
Brother Rommel has freely made available to PMA the 
use of one of his residences in Mandaluyong City, for the 
last 13 years.  

 On behalf of the PMA staff and national director, 
Dr. Rey Taniajura, Brother Rommel was presented a 
letter of appreciation and a plaque by Ptr. Andy 
Ducay.  In his response, Brother Rommel spoke of the 
Abrahamic legacy “for every Christian to be a blessing 
to everyone as they are blessed by God”.  Ptr. Gaby 
Gacos was devotional speaker and prayed for the 
PMA staff. %�

Kapatid Ministry mobilizes individuals and/or churches by presenting and challenging Christian organizations, 
churches and individuals both here and abroad in setting up Overseas Filipino Workers (OFW) Tentmakers Desk in 
every church. We have been doing this task since year 2005 among the Filipino Churches in Malaysia, South 
Korea, Singapore, Brunei and Dubai. We’ve done this also in the Philippines during Mission Festivals held in the 
provinces of Zambales, Pangasinan, Pampanga, Quezon, Bulacan and in the cities of Paranaque, Quezon, 
Navotas, Caloocan, Manila and Angeles. Mission committees of churches are challenged to identify those who 
intend to be OFWs and former OFWs and current OFWs who want to be trained to become effective witnesses to 
unreached people groups particularly in 10/40 window countries.  

Kapatid Ministry's motivation in missions mobilization started when we were working as OFWs in Malaysia where 
we "unintentionally" came across some individuals of other races with whom we were able to share His word. These 
persons have come to know Him personally. Our motivation was reinforced when we attended the launching and 
successive meetings/trainings of the Philippine Missions Mobilizations Movement (PM3) by Philippine Missions 
Association (PMA).  

Kapatid Ministry is also involved in planting churches and community transformation through the setting 
up of feeding and daycare centers for underprivileged children and livelihood programs for the children's' 
families in partnership with mission oriented pastors in Laguna, Bulacan, Zambales, Pampanga and Metro-
Manila. Another ministry of KMI is the holistic transformation of out of school youths from marginalized 
families by encouraging and referring them to take up 1-2 year vocational courses at AMG Skilled Hands 
Technological College in San Ildefonso, Bulacan.

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Center for Asian Outreach (CAR) in the Philippines held its Annual Missions Conference on May 18 to 20 at 
Chong Shin International Graduate School of Learning (CIGSL), in Taytay, Rizal. The CAR is headed by its 
president; James Lim. Nak Eun Kim is AMC’s program director. He is also serving as co-coordinator of the 
Philippine-Korean partnership in missions under the 
Philippine Missions Association. 

Through its annual missions conference, CAR hopes to 
promote world missions, partnership networks, and recruit 
missionaries. CAR also aims to spur the involvement of 20 
churches in missions and 20 missionary volunteers. More 
than a hundred youth and church leaders participated in the 
conference with the theme “Be a blessing to all nations”.  

Several of the staff of PMA, led by its national director 
Dr. Rey Taniajura, were conference speakers. Dr. Taniajura 
spoke on ‘Filipino Missionaries as God’s Eleventh Hour 
Workers for the Remaining Task’. Other speakers from 
PMA were Terese Magsalin who talked about ‘Youth and 
World Missions’; Roselyn Kuizon, ‘How to Participate in 
Missions’; and Ptr. Andy Ducay, ‘Short-Term Mission and 
Culture’. 

Revival meetings that were held in the evenings had Dr. Met Castillo, Dr. David Lim, Ptr. Bob Lopez as 
speakers. Other mission leaders who addressed the conference were Dr. Robert Clark, ‘OFW and Filipino 
Tentmakers for Asian UPG’; Dr. Gerardo Kim, Asian Network for Asian UPG;, and Korean missionaries that 
included James Lim, Soon Joong Yoon, Yang Pak Kim, and Chang Hwan.

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�� outh in the Philippine churches need to be challenged to use 
their gifts and explore their potential and capabilities to reach 
God’s harvest field! Some pastors and youth leaders believe 

that youth need to be entertained in order to keep them in the 
church.  Many church leaders want to keep their youth close by 
where they can serve in Sunday School, as worship team members, 
and in DVBS during summers.  

Out of these observations, 180 Degrees Music Team was born in 
2001 to give Christian youth the opportunity to do SO MUCH MORE 
beyond the walls of their church and community!  

This dynamic living organism, made up of youth, ages 13-21, 
sign a two year covenant to serve Christ through the medium of 
music. More importantly, they develop a passion for the unreached 
people groups (UPG) of Asia as they are trained and given 
opportunities to serve.  

During a two year batch, 180 Degrees undergoes music and 
missions training. They study about God’s heart for UPGs through 
courses such as Kairos, God’s Global Glory and others.  

During the first year of their covenant, they prepare evangelistic 
and missions focused concerts, consisting of contemporary Christian 
music, dramas, dance, testimony, and preaching.  

Each school year they reach out in places such as Manila Boys 
Town, prisons, churches and various youth events and each summer 
they are intentionally prepared to serve in difficult settings. Some 
examples are tribal villages and Muslim peace camps.  

The final challenge of each batch involves going to a UPG in 
countries such as Indonesia, Cambodia, etc. They are encouraged 
to specifically raise their spiritual antennas while they serve abroad. 
In this way God can clearly speak to them about where He wants 
them to serve Him when they finish their schooling.  

It has been proven that youth can and will indeed rise to the 
challenge to be serious about their walk with the Lord, do hard and 
uncomfortable things to reach the lost, and to respond to God’s call 
on their lives. This organization is truly leading youth out of their 
comfort zones to the places where God can use them mightily for His 
Kingdom work to UPGs.
