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A fruit of Unity Among Korean Churches

“If the Lord is to decide, He will send the Filipinos to the harvest field. Compared to the

South Koreans, the Filipinos are multi cultural and can easily adapt foreign cultures.
But we insisted in prayer, Lord; use us in the harvest field! ” Chulho Han (Executive Director, Missions Korea)

Throughout the ages, great movements were birthed in prayer. Most were ushered in with just a simple
prayer meeting - just like a prayer meeting of five students under some piles of haystack. Modern missionary
pioneers in Korea came out from the Student Volunteer Movement — a direct by product of this simple prayer
gathering which now famously called as the Haystack Prayer Meeting. Because of these five American
students’ devotion the gospel spread to the rest of the world where Korea became a recipient. We already
knew that the Korean church is a praying church and out of this character and gratefulness of the pioneers in
faith came the desire to be a blessing to the nations. “It is now the South Korean's time to pay back,”
according to Min Seok Kim, leader of the International Delegate Committee.

Being reminded of the sacrifices of the martyrs, a partnership among university ministries was formed to pray
for global missions. From this a union of university ministries, Mission Korea was organized in 1988 taking the
format of Urbana USA. This movement became a catalyst that propels the South Korean Church into one of
the top missionary sending countries after USA and India. With just a handful of 93 career missionaries since
1988, 22 years later the number of workers the South Korean Church sent exceeded more than 20,000
missionaries serving among the UPGs (unreached peoples groups) around the world. Though lots of them
encountered difficulties to overcome due to their mono cultural origins, as they tend to work thru the
denominational framework, it did not become a hindrance to their willingness and passion. Indeed this
stratospheric growth was noticed by well known missiologists and practitioners in the field. Koreans are very
passionate about the gospel. Even in their early years of being acquainted
with the good news, already they started sending missionaries in Asia. This
endeavor is even more emphasized among the next generation of young
people thru this seamless partnerships among general mobilization
organizations and missions agencies.

MK or Missions Korea envisions to achieve the following:

Focusing on the students and youth in Korea for World Evangelization.
Raise a missionary work force.

Mobilize the Church and Community to the enormous task and urgency
in missions

Facilitate a strong synergy among student organizations, Mission
agencies and professional service in the mission field to work together.
That young people, students and professional alike will return to their
church and community and become catalysts locally of the vision of
world evangelization and revival.

That a missionary movement among students and youth will spark in
Asia and around the world with a shared vision of world evangelization.

Presently, there are a total of eleven major University Ministries and twenty four Mission Agencies with
different denominational inclinations who united for the purpose of contributing something to God’s economy.

This partnership and cooperation is not only limited to occasional celebrations and advocacy but it goes
deeper than that as Rev Han pointed out in the opening ceremony. He said that, “nothing will happen if we just talk
about missions!” The MK executive director also shared that there are different kinds of missions organizations
today, some focus on mobilization, bible translation, recruitment, field deployment and partnerships. MK
specializes on partnerships only! Out of over 5,000 participants, says Miss Haley Oh (MK staff), “there are about
1,200 volunteers from different organizations serving in various committees to ensure order in every aspect of the
conference; from significant stage crew down to daily news teams to traffic controllers, food committee and
cleaners. These volunteers came from different organizations who supplied warm bodies and other necessary
resources to make this happen.” As they go back to their respective churches, according to Rev Inkyu Won, “the
students are encouraged to impart what they got from Missions Korea conference to their home churches.
Missions Korea emphasized service to local church which is very important!” Rev Won was a Korean missionary
to the Philippines for 17 years working with GP, an MK partner. He is also praying that the same movement
among Filipino students will be organized in the future. Like Rev Han, Rev Won affirmed that, “MK is mainly an
alliance and a partnership organization; it is not a sending agency, not a university ministry and certainly not a
missionary recruitment organization.”

The MK 2010 conference was held on Aug. 2-7,
2010. It was hosted by JDM (Jesus Disciple
Movement) who handled the event exceedingly well.
They worked around the clock to see to it that every
aspect of the event worked well. From what
transpired one can observe that planning and
execution reflected the discipline of the Koreans in
doing things despite limited resources. JDM's Min
Seok Kim (Head of International delegates) provided
hospitality to international delegates: 8 Filipinos, 2
Egyptians, 1 Indian and 1 Malaysian. The next host
after MK2010 is Campus Crusade for Christ (Korea).
As our Lord gives us the vision of the readiness of
the harvest field, (Matt 9: 37-38) let us pray that we
too as a nation, despite our limitations, the Lord will
use and send us to work hand in hand with other
nations, like the Koreans, in this great global harvest. !




# | Missions Korea 2010: Significance and Impact

ight Filipinos went to Korea for the first time, awed By: Ptr. Jimmy Boone, PMA team leader to MK 2010
and overwhelmed by the sights of modernization. - .
Korea indeed can be called a first class country.
As we move to the venue of the event, we were more
excited of what to anticipate. But we were not caught up
with our expectations. We were beginning to marvel at the
preparations done for this event.

Mission Korea came into being with the belief that
God has always used the youth in every great mission
movements. In fact the first missionaries to Korea, Henry
G. Appenzeller and Horace G. Underwood were both 25
years old when they arrived in Korea 125 years ago in
1865. The good seeds that they have sown are now
bearing good fruits of wondrous work among the Korean
church.

Rev. Chulho Han, the Executive Director of Missions

Korea 2010 said that, “God has been establishing World Evangelization through the youth from western
countries for the past 200 years; Now God wants the youth not only from the western countries but from all
the nations such as Asia and Africa to continue the work of World Evangelization.” It was also Rev. Han who
invited the Philippine team to be observers and learners in this conference. In response to this invitation, Dr.
Rey Taniajura, National Director of Philippine Missions Association sent a team to learn from our Korean
brothers on how to plan for Mission Philippines. Even the late Dr. Ralph Winter, recognized the significant
impact of Mission Korea, when he said,” This is the most astounding and wonderful development. | don’t think
that there’s anything quite the same in any country in the world. | hope that it would impact every country in
the world, so that Koreans will not only do something that is better than anyone else, but teach others to
follow them.”

For the past 22 years, Mission Korea has contributed to the rapid growth of the Korean churches. The
number of missionaries also grew from 93 in 1988 to more than 20,000 missionaries serving all over the world
today. This missions movement was brought about by the youth who decided to devote their lives as
missionaries. Many of them made this decision through Mission Korea conferences. 2010 is a very significant
year in the history of missions. The first missionary conference was held in Edinburgh, Scotland in 1910. For
the last 100 years, Western Churches have done an amazing task of world mission. Now 100 years later, we
have moved into a new era. Regardless of nationality, Global churches are participating in Global missions
towards a Global world. Korea has played a significant role in this. Now is our time to awaken our churches to
light the fire and passion of the youth to participate in Mission Philippines.

Observations, Impressions and Challenges

This year's Mission Korea was held at Ansan Dongsan Church from August 2-7, 2010. It's a big church
that has more than 5,000 seats in its main auditorium. Since 2006, Dongsan Church allowed Mission Korea to
use its facilities. As one of the organizers had commented, they were blessed by the gesture of generosity of
this church which is not common in other big churches here. The Dongsan church also had plenty of rooms
for lectures and prayer groups. Even their mess hall is capable of serving more than 5,000 people during
lunch and supper. They were able to feed all the participants within the two—hour meal period. This church’s
facility fits the need to carry out the programs of events MK2010 needed. This year's attendance was more
than 4,000 participants though lesser than the previous MKs. Aside from the Dongsan Church the participants
were housed at Hanyang University’s dormitories. They have very good facilities too at the University.
Hanyang University is about 1.5 km. from Dongsan Church so every day the students walked, carpooled and
shuttled by buses to Dongsan Church and back to their dormitories.

The collaboration of 11 Campus Ministry and 24 Mission Organizations for MK 2010 worked together to
plan for the programs and events. There were about 40 electives tracks where the participants can attend.
They were pre-registered online before they can join the event. This gives the organizer a better distribution
of participants on the lectures they want. This also eliminates a lot of pressure on registration day because
they already were grouped according to the electives they pre-selected.

As a visitor from the Philippines, looking at Korea'’s biblical Christianity
which is 125 years old (1885-2010) and comparing to Philippines’ biblical
Christianity which is 112 years old (1898-2010) - Korea being ahead by 13
years - challenged my thinking. Can the Philippines church also do the
same? What is God doing with Korea and the Philippines? What is the role
of the Korean Missions movement to global missions?

Korea and Philippine Missions: It is very interesting to note that
Philippine Missions Association was founded in 1983 by Ernie Lagasca,
Ben Siaki and Dr. Met Castillo after attending the Third Triennial Convention
of Asian Missions Association in Seoul, Korea in August 20, 1982.

We were sent to learn from MK2010 in preparation for Mission Philippines.
Can we also do the same? Can we also mobilize the Filipino young people for
world missions? | say “Yes” with much confidence. God has also blessed us
with so many resources to participate in God’s global purpose and plan.

Mission Korea provided us with a very good model. There was so
much to learn from this biennial nationwide mission festival and
convention to help young people develop vision for missions and
worldwide evangelism.

In the Philippines we also have biennial conferences since 1985
which is focused only on our unreached people groups. But it is not a
nationwide mobilization event for world mission. Will we also see a
powerful mission movement in the Philippines? Again my answer to this is
“yes”, if we intentionally work together.

Seeing the Korean church do it, | believe we in the Philippines can
also do the same. Let’s all pray for unity among our mission organizations,
campus ministries and churches. Let's call on the Lord to bring us to work
together powerfully! We have seen this happen before. This can happen
again in the future.
