THE THIRD LAUSANNE CONGRESS HELD IN CAPE TOWN, SOUT H AFRICA

, the Third Lausanne Congress on World Evangelization was held in Cape

Town, South Africa last October 16-25. About 4,000 Christian leaders
from different countries attended the congress. Of which 90 who are Filipinos, 50 came from the Philippines
and 40 came from their ministry locations in different countries.

Cape Town 2010 was initiated by the Lausanne Movement, a global network of ‘reflective-practitioners’
who share a vision for the work of World Evangelization. Billy Graham began the movement in 1974 and
convened the International Congress on World Evangelization in Lausanne, Switzerland in July 1974. John
Stott was the chief architect of the historic Lausanne Covenant which resulted from that congress. Billy
Graham and John Stott shaped the Lausanne Movement in such a way that it has served as a thought leader
and as a facilitator for partnerships in helping the Church respond to God'’s call to ‘the whole Church to take
the whole gospel to the whole world'.

The theme of Cape Town 2010 was “God in Christ, reconciling the world to himself “(based on
2Corinthians 5:19). Doug Birdsall, the Executive Chairman of Lausanne sought the commitment of the
participants to pray for each person and for every activity, listen to God and to one another and reflect. With
this, he trusted that the future generations will look back at Cape Town 2010 and say that those who gathered
were men and women who ‘understood the times, knew what to do and did it'.

Table Groups

The table group gave the participants a unique opportunity to sit together, learn from one another, show
care for one another, stimulate one another, build partnerships together, and pray for one another.

The table groups were carefully designed to help the participants benefit from the diversity of God’s global
Church. They were formed around preferred language groups to bring together those from similar
professions, vocations or interests and included men and women from different nationalities and age groups.

Each day started with the study of Ephesians in table groups of six. The participants listened to God’s
Word expounded, shared their own observations and applied scriptures in their own context. In the later
morning session, table groups responded to issues facing the Church and explored means of more effective
evangelism at local and national levels.

Six Core Issues Addressed

The Lausanne leaders in each of the 12 regions worked over the last three years to identify the greatest
challenges for the Church in the coming decade. Six core issues which were common to all regions were
identified. These were:

Truth — Making the case for the truth of Christ in a pluralistic, globalized world.
Reconciliation — Building the peace of Christ in our divided and broken world.
World Faiths — Bearing witness to the love of Christ with people of other faiths.
Priorities — Discerning the will of God for evangelization in our century.
Integrity — Calling the Church of Christ back to humility, integrity and simplicity.
Partnerships — Partnering in the Body of Christ toward a new global equilibrium

These issues were worked into strategic applications through the multiplexes and dialogue sessions and
through regional gatherings.
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Multiplexes, Dialogue Sessions and Regional Gatheri  ngs

Multiplexes and Dialogue sessions were conducted in the afternoon to complement the morning plenaries
and enrich the daily themes. They were built around the following principles: comprehension (to enable the
participants to appreciate and understand the diversity of perspectives), contextualization (to enable the
participants to start contextualizing what was learned through ideas, models, contacts and materials
presented) and commitment (to enable the participants to articulate the action plans they want to take home,
or propose to others when they return home).

There were about 24 Multiplexes and each was 90 minutes in length. Included in the multiplexes was
“Ministering to the Scattered Peoples” where Sadiri Joy Tira of the Philippines co-facilitated with TV Thomas
of Malaysia and Enoch Wan of Hongkong.

The interactive experience in the multiplexes created a natural link to the dialogue sessions that followed in
the next part of the afternoon. In the 90-minute dialogue sessions, ideas, models, contacts and resource
materials were presented. From there, participants were expected to engage with the theme from the ‘bottom up’.

Regional gatherings provided the participants the opportunity to meet other participants from the same region
to allow the participants to connect with people from their region, to engage the issues of the Congress in a
contextual manner and to begin to establish local partnerships that will further the mission of God in their locality.

Evening Sessions

Evening plenary sessions were designed to provide inspiration and hope for the global church.
Testimonies were powerful especially the testimony of the 18-year-old North Korean girl. Different
geographic regions were highlighted each night showing God at work in the world through His church.

International Film Festival

The festival showcased the powerful, inspiring, faith-affirming, evangelistic, transforming stories in the
form of film. Through this, participants were inspired to make use of media in sharing the gospel.

Worship

Worship took the central place in all
the main sessions. Led by servant
hearted worship leaders from over
15 nations the vocal ensemble and
band came from South Africa,
Kenya, Colombia, Guatemala,
Japan, Korea, Pakistan, Middle
East, Jamaica and others. Hearing
the diverse groups worship together
gave a foretaste of heaven. The
congress ended with the majestic
celebration of the Lord’s Supper.
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KTS graduate diploma program started in Bicol

KOINONIA THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY (KTS) has opened
an extension program in Tabaco City in October with 12 regular
students taking a graduate diploma course in missiology. The program
is being conducted in partnership with Philippine Missions Association
(PMA). The students, mostly pastors and church leaders of Grace
Communion International (GCI), attended the first subject, Old
Testament Studies, offered under the program. They come from four
provinces of Bicol region, namely Sorsogon, Albay, Camarines Sur and
Camarines Norte. The subject was taught by program director and
KTS adjunct faculty, Dr. Rey Taniajura, from October 21 to 25.

Classes were held at a section of the residence of Dr. Jose
Manzano which also serves as the home church of the local GCI
church in Tabaco City. A second subject in Hermeneutics is scheduled
to be held on the last week of December 2010.

National Director is guest lecturer at Regional PAB  ATS confab

DR. REY TANIAJURA, national director of Philippine
Missions Association, and Dr. Chul Woo Lee were guest
lecturers at the PABATS-Mindanao Regional Conference
held on October 14-16, 2010. They both spoke on theme of
the conference which was, “Theological Educators as
Agents of Peace Making.” PABATS stands for Philippine
Association of Bible and Theological Schools. The
conference was held at Conhen-Hanbat Presbyterian
Theological Seminary located in Marfori Heights, Davao
City. Dr. Lee is the President of Koinonia Theological
Seminary Foundation in Davao City.

Faculty and administrative staff of several member Bible
schools and seminaries belonging to PABATs attended
the conference whose goal, among others, was to look at
how the member bodies can improve in their PABATS
membership. On the second and last day of the
conference, PABATS president and former head of
Philippine Missions Association Dr. Met Castillo addressed the delegates.

CRL hosts its first Kairos Course

FOR THE FIRST TIME, the Church of the Risen Lord
located at the University of the Philippines campus in Diliman,
Quezon City hosted its first Kairos Course and was held on
September 25, October 9 and November 13, 2010. Head
facilitator for the course was Dr. Rey Taniajura. He was
assisted by the assistant pastor of the church, Dr. Viola
Martin, who also serves as a board member of the Philippine
Missions Association. Seven members of CRL graduated from
the course. It is hoped that the first Kairos Course held in the
church will open the way for other Kairos courses to be held in
the coming months.
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PHILIPPINE MISSIONS ASSOCIATION (PMA) national
director, Dr. Rey Taniajura, was elected as third chairman of
the Board of Directors of the Asia Missions Association (AMA)
at the association’s 10" triennial convention in Jakarta,
Indonesia on November 3 to 7, 2010. The convention was
held at the newly-built 10,000-seater GBI Mawar Saron
Church, one of the biggest church in Indonesia.

The newly elected head-chairman of the Association is Dr.
Timothy Park, an associate professor of Asian Mission of
Fuller Seminary in Pasadena, California. Susantra Patra,
national director of India Missions Association, was elected
second chairman. The newly elected board of directors will
serve a term of three years.

The convention coincided with the dedication of the newly
-built Mawar Saron church as a center for world mission. Dr.

Jacob Nahuway, senior pastor of the church and outgoing
AMA chairman announced to the participants that the convention “will focus on the revitalization of the Asian
church’s responsibility for world mission.”

With the theme of “Asian Churches in Global Mission,” AMA general secretary Dr. Eu Moo Lee said that, “In this
sense the AMA will play a significant role in the era of non-Western mission. A total of 1450 delegates, representing
29 countries, attended the convention. In 2013 AMA will be celebrating its 40" anniversary in Seoul, Korea.

At the convention, Dr. Taniajura presented a report on the Philippine Missions Association. He also
participated in answering questions in a symposium held on the third day of the convention. One other
delegate from the Philippines, Dr. David Lim, presented a paper on the “Church in a Globalization Era.”

AIMS mission seminar held at CDC

ACCELERATING INTERNATIONAL MISSION STRATEGIES or
AIMS based in Colorado Springs, USA, in partnership with
Philippine Missions Association (PMA) conducted the
Harvest Connection Facilitators Training, on November 9
to 11, 2010, at the Christian Development Center in
Tagaytay City.
AIMS President and Founder, Dr. Howard Foltz, together
with PMA national director, Dr. Rey Taniajura, led the group
of 21 participants from different missions organizations to a 3-
day sessions of the Harvest Connection Facilitators Training
Course. The goal of the seminar is to mobilize the churches
%8 and members to become finishers of the Great Commission,
(G to reach the Lost, the Least and the Last through missions.

The Harvest Connection Course emphasizes as well the
redemptive work of God to extend and establish His Kingdom to the very ends of the earth; that we are not only
called to go on mission, rather we are called to finish His mission. The finish line is Matt. 24:14.

At the closing of the Harvest Connection Facilitators Training, Dr. Foltz prayed for the graduates. Ptr.
Ronald Hernandez was also prayed over and commissioned as a Mission Advocacy Team leader and PMA
Liaison for Northern and Central Luzon.

The culmination of the 3-day sessions brought closer together those who participated in the seminar as
they committed themselves to become the Mission Advocacy Team of Philippine Missions Association. The
team will promote and mobilize missions locally and globally with the end goal of reaching the unreached.
Meanwhile, Dr. Foltz also committed his organization to give support to the local Mission Advocacy Team of
PMA.

Missions advocacy team members visit Canaan Farmers School in Pampanga

ollowing their AIMS training on mission, some

members of the newly-formed AIMS mission advocacy
team members of PMA visited Canaan Farmers School on
November 12, 2010. The Korean director of the school,
Elder Kwan Soo Lee, welcomed the group. The school,
patterned after the Canaan Farmers School in Korea, aims
to bring about transformation in the mind-set of peoples
through farming and education. The training inculcates love
of country, discipline, the importance of the environment
and the impact people, particularly farmers can have in the
community, country, and the whole world.
The Canaan Farm Training Centre’s meaningful slogans,
‘Do not eat to eat but eat to work; If you do not work, do not
eat,’ are based on the Bible (2 Thess. 3:10). With the
assistance of two trainors, the team was briefed by the
farm Director himself on the different methodologies that
have to do with farming such as making organic fertilizers
from indigenous materials among others. Farm projects inside Canaan also included piggery, fishponds,
poultry raising, vegetable farming and others.

The visiting team was also oriented on Korean church history, particularly how Canaan Farmers School
influenced the development of Korea from a country that was once poor to what it is now today, an economic
giant in Asia and the world. A visit to the school was indeed worth doing, if one is to learn how a country like
South Korea could rise from poverty to prosperity. The Canaan Farmers School in the Philippines is a
member of the Philippine Council of Evangelical Churches (PCEC).

PMA holds its first dialogue with Member Bodies

The initial forum was done October 30, 2010 at the Church of
the Risen Lord, UP Campus, hosted by Dr. Viola Martin. Representatives from Philippine Challenge, Overseas
Missionary Fellowship, Cross Train, SWORD Philippines, Presbyterian Church of the Philippines and the host
church presented their ideas such as partnership, sharing of resources, and mobilization of the Church.

Church representatives present expressed that what the association offers: Cat and Dog Seminars, Higher
Purpose Training, and Kairos are really helping them to learn more on missions. They also expressed the need
for more help to have a greater participation in missions.

The fellowship ended with prayers for each other particularly on how the church can partner with missions
agencies and how the mission agencies serve the churches. The next “Knowing Me Knowing You” forum will be
held on January 20, 2011. All PMA member bodies are invited to come.
